THE USE OF TENSES IN ACADEMIC WRITING

One of the debatable problems in academic writing is the appropriate use of
tense. Tense can be considered as “a tool” for English speakers to express time in the
way a native speaker used to [2; 3]. In most of the papers the English-learning
students use the requirements for exchanging their experiences in research. In order
to describe the results of research the English students need to identify the
appropriate tense.

Hofmann (2014) points out the rules for the use of tense in academic writing [2].
For example, past tense can be observed in specific conclusion, whereas Present
Perfect shows findings and events started in the past and still going on in present.
Wallwork (2012) considers that Present Perfect serves to introduce the method as the
subject of the verb, whereas Simple Past shows the author as the subject of it [4].

Generally, verb tense relates to events occurring in the time a statement is made
(past, present and future). The tenses the most frequently used in academic writing
are Past Simple, Present Simple and Present Perfect. Past Simple can be used while

describing historical events in the past or reporting on methods or results. Present
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
