Globalization is an important trend in the development of a society that deeply changes the
world socially, economically and culturally. The article analyzes the works of domestic and foreign
scientists, in which cultural globalization is considered to be a significant contributing factor to the
development of education. In this context, the educational tasks are seen by scientists in attracting
young people to gaining life experience in a global world, communicating within other cultures, and
in forming a readiness for intercultural dialogue. The author provides statistical data from the US
Census Bureau, which certifies the peculiarities of the country’s demography, marked by cultural
and ethnic diversity, including among school-age children. The growing diversity of school education
is seen by American educators as a means of encouraging the development and use of a variety of
learning strategies that address the individual educational needs, interests and opportunities of each
child. In this context, intercultural (multicultural / multicultural) education acquires the status of the
educational policy of the United States , that is enshrined at the legislative level.
